Micro-loans are currently available
to qualifying businesses and start-up
ventures within the city of Fort
Bragg. Micro-loans generally range
from $5,000 and $15,000 with poten-
tial to be higher, and can be used for
start-up, operating capital, leasing
space, or to purchase inventory, fur-

niture, fixtures, or equipment.

The purpose of the micro-loan pro-
gram is to provide access to afford-
able business financing for those
who would otherwise not be able to
access or afford conventional financ-
ing. This program, administered by
West Company, is funded by the City
of Fort Bragg's Community Develop-
ment Block Grant Micro-Enterprise
Program.

Household income, credit, collat-
eral, and chara:'cter are important fac-

tors in determining eligibility for this
program, and all applicants must
income qualify. Because this is an
alternative financing opportunity
intended to assist start-up and micro-
businesses, the program may offer
more flexible terms than a commer-
cial loan program.
